The BOARD of BAG has approved the following parameters:

· Limit of two entries per BAG member. Indicate on your application which

entry you would prefer to show in the event display space is limited.
· There are no date-of-creation parameters and we would encourage you to submit your finest work. 
· Maximum size accepted is 20 inches square.
· Entries will not be handled once installed

· Installation and take down will be done by the College Staff

· Exhibition will be March 29 through April 26 with no opportunity for removal. Entries need to be delivered to Lynn Roberts 
(2614 Sol y Nubes) on Saturday, March 17 between 9:00 and 5:00.  You will receive a newsflash as to when and where to pick up your work.
· Work will be open to the public for viewing on the regular college schedule.  Security personnel will be in the area as designated by the college.
· No book can be accepted that involves copyright issues including reference to Native American culture unless there is written 
pre-approval.

It is understood that this show is unique and these parameters are not those followed by Bag’s Celebration of the Book show.  BAG’s participation in the Center for the Book and Printmaking show is based upon the expectation that entries from members will showcase the highest level of work.
