Workshops and Salons
WORKSHOPS:

PURPOSE:  BAG sponsors workshops to help members to further develop their skills related to book arts.  Workshops are usually for two or more days.  

COSTS:  The cost of the workshop—instructor fee, transportation, room, meals, materials, space and related costs will be divided among those taking the workshop.


ELLIGIBILITY:  Workshops will be open to any member in good standing with dues current and paid.  Workshops will be advertised to the membership publishing estimated cost, and date for the receipt of the deposit.
 


ENROLLMENT:  To enroll and hold a place in a workshop a member must enroll by sending a check to the workshop chairperson for the designated amount and postmarked on the date or after as set by the workshop chairperson.  Spots will be filled by the postmark on the deposit sent to the workshop chairperson. If there is over enrollment for a workshop a lottery will be held for the slots among those sending their checks postmarked on the first allowed date. This is considered a non-refundable deposit unless the workshop chairperson can fill the place in the workshop from a waiting list.   


WAITING LIST:  The workshop chairperson will maintain  a waiting list by order of the postmark on the entry form with the check. 

REFUNDS AND CANCELLATIONS:  The Board will cover cost of two places in a workshop if enrollment is not met originally. If a member needs to cancel for a workshop the deposit will not be refunded unless the slot is filled from the waiting list by the workshop chairperson.  Checks for payment of a workshop will be held until the workshop date before cashing.
SALONS

PURPOSE:  Salons are short—one day or less---opportunities for instruction for members to be taught by other members either in their home or at a place the instructor arranges.  The intent of salons is to offer beginner to intermediate skills for members on one topic or one technique.  Salons are usually limited to 6 –10 persons and take about 4 hours more or less.


COSTS: Price is set by the instructor to include materials and small fee for instruction. Monies collected are the property of the instructor.


Salon Coordinator:  Salons are set up by the Salon coordinator who arranges the date of the salon so there are not conflicts with other BAG activities. The Salon coordinator will help write-up the advertisement, and help recruit participants.   The salon coordinator may act as an aid to the instructor and participate with no fee being required for attendance.

ENROLLMENT:  Enrollment for a salon can be by email, phone, or entry form sent directly to the instructor.  Cancellation needs to be by direct contact via telephone to the instructor at least 48 hours before the date of the salon.  Non-members will be encouraged become members before taking a salon.  Members of BAG will be given first preference in enrollment.  
PRIVATE CLASSES

BAG recognizes that members do hold private classes in Book Arts and considers such as added resources for members who choose to participate.  BAG does not sponsor advertising for such activities.  It is up to the individual teacher to announce classes either at a meeting or on the Forum section of the website. Such classes will not be part of the monthly Newsflash.  Access to the member information on the roster is for the BAG organization activities only.
